Countries situated on the coffee
beltinclude Brazil, Indonesia, Kenya,
and others. The Japanese islands of
Ishigaki, Miyako, and the Ogasawara
Islands actually lie within the
coffee belt, and coffeeis also
cultivated in some areas
here.
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When was coffee first
consumed by humans?
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Although not known for sure, it is
believed that the coffee tree originated
in Ethiopia and was later introduced to
Arabia.

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We take a closer look at the Revenue Management Division that
focuses on aspect that are “Easy-to-understand for everyone.”
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| currently work at the Revenue Management Division (‘RM”). The term

“revenue management” may not be familiar to most people, but it refers to
the process of forecasting customer demand and adjusting fares to be
more affordable when there are more seats available. You may be aware
that fares vary depending on the day of the week and arrival/departure
times—the RM Division’s role includes managing “which routes to sell,
where, how, and for how much” the tickets are sold.

Just recently, | was involved in updating fare types that will be changed
for flights after October 27. Peach'’s fare structure is unique in that
customers can choose and customize only the services that they need.
Peach has always been a favorite among passengers who travel
frequently, but we recently asked for feedback from customers who are
not so used to air travel, and based on this we revised our fare type so that
they are “easy to use and easy to understand” for everyone. In the past,
customers who purchased the most affordable tickets were sometimes
faced spending a lot of time at the airport due to additional procedures for
handling bags that ended up being overweight. Some of the new fare types
already include fees for seat selection, checked baggage and ticketing fee,
as a way of ensuring a more seamless boarding experience. We have also
received feedback about concerns passengers have when they need to
make sudden changes to their journey, so we created a new refundable
fare type. Very few LCCs offer refunds with the method used to make the
payment, and this also presented a challenge for Peach.

| think that the goal of the RM Division is to make sure customer are
satisfied with “just right” service and fares that are easy to understand. So
what exactly is “just right” when customers have so many travel styles and
requirements? This involves much more than simply being available at an
affordable price. All our team members held countless discussions to
address this. Fortunately we have received positive feedback regarding
this new fare type.

We will continue focusing on aspects of revenue management from the

stance of our customers.
